Explanations for Above

Ownership of Property:  In some economies the Government owns very little.  Instead all the property is owned by individuals.  In other economies the government owns a lot, and property is shared by the people because it is “public property.”  In the above chart indicate who owns which property and how much.  You may have to speak in generalities but try to be as specific as you can

Distribution of Income:  In some economies the government tries to make sure that income levels are distributed evenly across a population so that there isn’t too many rich or too many poor.  Some economies do not interfere with the distribution of income at all and try leave that up to nature to decide.  In other countries there is no difference in income.  Everyone is suppose to be equal.  In the chart above indicate how income is distributed amongst people in the economy.

Role of Government:  In some economies the government is very hands-on and very involved in people’s lives.  In other economies the government is very hands-off, this is called “Laissez-Faire”.  Decide if the economic type above is more of a hands-on or “Laissez-Faire” Economy.

Role of Economic Incentives:  People in some economies work very hard to make a profit because profits are very possible.  In other countries people are motivated by other means than profit, or the motivation to make a profit is smaller because it is less possible.  In the chart above write about the possibilities of being able to make a profit in each economy that is given.
