WHO GOES AND WHO STAYS????

OBJECTIVE: Recreate the Vietnam draft and analyze the difficulty Draft Boards had in deciding what men would go to Vietnam, and which ones would stay home.

Step 1:

-In a small group pretend you are members of the Draft Board, and you have to come up with the rules of the draft.  Make a list of the rules you decide on.  You need to decide on the age, martial status, occupations, income, health, family and any other elements you might think will effect a person in the draft.  You will have to come up with eight to twelve rules.

Step 2:

-As a class we will come up with our final rules for the draft.  We have to decide on them as a class.  You will have to make compromises because not all of your rules will be taken.

Step 3:

-After we have decided on the class rules you will be given different scenarios of men who are about to be drafted.  As a class you will have to decide who goes and who stays.  You have to take SEVEN out of the TEN candidates.

Step 4:

-We will have a class discussion on the complications of creating draft rules, and you will write two paragraphs on what you felt was the most difficult part of the activity.  You will need to address any arguments you had with other members, any compromises you made, and why you decided to make those compromises.
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
