Ben is thirty-one and is newly married.  He is a photographer, and he and his wife are expecting a baby.  He has no immediate health concerns, but he is the sole provider for this new family.  He has one brother who is already currently serving in the military.
Brian is twenty-four years old and is currently in his third year of medical school.  He is single and one of seven children.  He has no current medical concerns and is healthy.

Mike is twenty four years old and is currently in college.  He is married and has one young child, and one on the way.  He served in the Marines for four years after high school and sustained a series of back and knee injuries.  He is currently going to school on the G.I. Bill.  His wife is a stay at home mom, and his parents are currently supporting the couple.

Jeremy is thirty-three years old, married, and has no children.  He currently manages a book store and his wife is a high school teacher.  Jeremy has no health concerns, and he is not the only child in his family.  He does help with the care and financial responsibilities of his aging mother.

Matt is nineteen years old and is single.  He is currently in his second year of college.  He is the only son in his family, but he does have four sisters.  Matt has no immediate health concerns.

Mark is twenty years old and married.  He is currently working as a car mechanic in his father’s garage.  Mark has sustained a neck injury in his past, and had several surgeries to correct the damage.  He has two sisters and two young children.
Sean is eighteen years old and is working towards his GED.  He got into a lot of trouble in school, and has spent several years in a juvenile detention facility.  He is on probation and if he gets into trouble again he will be going to jail.  He has no immediate health concerns and has three younger brothers.  He currently works as a waiter at the local diner.

Jon is twenty five years, married and has no children.  He has one older brother and currently works as an engineer.  His father is currently dying from cancer, and his young wife has also just been diagnosed with cancer.  His father is permanently in the hospital, and his wife has to go twice a week for treatment.  

Jack is forty years old, married, and has three children.  He works as a physicist at a college and has served in the military before.  All of his children are above the age of twelve and his wife currently works at the library.  He has no immediate health concerns, although he did suffer from post traumatic stress disorder during his time in the military.
