· Must work closely with the researcher to blend creativity with historical accuracy

· Video

· Is a person who enjoys video editing and bringing together the work of everyone in the group into one cohesive project

· Likes to put the finishing touches on a project that gives it that “finished look”

· Can tend to be a perfectionist

· Research

· Is a good writer, researcher, and pay a close unbiased attention to historical detail

· Is in charge of making sure the lyrics in the music include throughout, historical details that are accurate and fair

· Aid (not all groups will have an aid)

· Is a jack-of-all-trades, works well with others, willing to assist, and in case of an absence can fill any of the roles above
